Notes for Edward Doty:

Edward Doty was a passenger on the "Mayflower", the tiny saling ship which left Plymouth, England on September 20, 1620.  He was the fortieth signer of the "Solemn Compact," executed in the cabin of the Mayflower in Cape Cod Harbor.  He was ingaged in the first encounter with the indians on December 8, 1620. He settled at Plymouth, Massachusetts, and was a member of Captain Miles Standish's  first military company in 1621, and in 1643.  In June of 1621 he participated in the first duel fought in New England.

Edward Doty came in the Mayflower in the employ of Stephen Hopkins. He had been apprenticed to a London tanner and was called a servant, meaning apprentice in the Plymouth records. Hopkins was a tanner. Doty was among the signers of the famous compact drawn and executed aboard the Mayflower at Plymouth. He was of the party that set forth to explore the country, Dec. 6, 1620. That Doty and his fellow apprentice were not at the time thoroughly Puritanic in their views may be judged from the fact that they fought a duel. The English disapproved of the duel, but the Pilgrims saw fit to punish the combatants. They fought with swords and one was wounded in the hand, the other in the thigh. They were adjudged by the whole company "to have their heads and feet tied together, and so to be for 24 hours, without meat and drink, which was begun to be inflicted, but within an hour because of their great pains, and at their own and their master's great request, upon promise of better carriage, they are released by the governor." His later disputes he took to court and his name appeared as plaintiff or defendant often in civil court. In 1624 he was granted land on Watson Hill, Plymouth for a home lot. He had joined the church and was admitted a freeman before March 7, 1636-37. One of his first deeds on record is dated July 12, 1637, Edward Doty to Richard Derby, signed with a mark. He had many real estate transactions and his rates show he was in late life a man of property. His occupation is given as planter, indicating that he did not find 

much opportunity to follow his trade. In 1652 he was one of the purchasers of the Dartmouth tract. The name of his first wife is unknown. The oldest house in Plymouth is the Doty house; the oldest wharf was named Doty. He married his first wife(unknown) about 1625  and later married Faith Clark on January 6, 1633/34. They had 11 children

Notes for Levi P. Doughty:

"East Feliciana, Past & Present"


In 1806, a numerous and powerful family moved to the 8th ward of East Feliciana parish from Darlington District, South Carolina. At the age of 43 years, Levi Doughty, his wife Abigale, daughter Zilpha, and many other Doughtys, left Darlington District with the Rentzs, Brians, Morgans and Whites. All these families floated out of South Carolina on a fleet of flatboats down the head waters of the Tennessee River and through the perilous Muscle Shoals, down the Ohio River and Mississippi River to the City of Natchez.  There were thrilling tales of hairbreadth escapes from shipwreck on the snags, sawers and hidden rocks in the unknown channels of the French Broad, and how appalled by the angry roar of the swift torrents, whirlpools and eddies of the Muscle Shoals, the immigrants from Darlington District landed their wives, little ones and slaves at the head of the Shoals and trusted the ark containing their herds, household and kitchen and plantation outfits to a skilled Indian pilot, who, standing with his long pole at the bow, with his squaw at the helm, would brave the dangers of the perilous passage while the human passengers footed around the shoals by a "cut-off". The Indian pilots brought most of the boats safely to the foot of the Shoals, but sometimes one would be wrecked and an outfit for a home in the wilderness would go to the bottom.


When arriving safely at Natchez, the weary settlers traveled on foot and in wagons, from Natchez to East Feliciana Parish until they reached Beaver Creek, near which most of the colonists commenced their clearings to build their homes.


Levi Doughty stayed in East Feliciana 48 years until his death and history recorded that he had acquired probably 80% of the land in East Feliciana Parish. 
Of this band of neighbors immigrating from Darlington District to the Eighth Ward in 1806 there were some famous old pioneers who stamped the growing societies of the ward with the seal of their rugged, virtuous and useful characteristics.  Old Mr. Levi Doughty lived to an extreme old age  of 91 years, and died, in 1854, honored and revered as a good citizen and Christian gentleman, by his friends and neighbors.

Notes for Richard Doughty:

Richard Doughty, the second child of Reuben Doughty and Mary Reed (and the grandson of Levi Doughty), was born August 8, 1815, in East Feliciana Parish,  near Felixville, Louisiana.  In the early 1830's Richard and his brother Benajah moved to Catahoula Parish with several other families from East Feliciana Parish.  According to family tradition, in 1838, Richard led a mule on which his bride, Charlotte West, rode holding their first child as he moved to an area now located inside the cutoff of Black River Lake, now called Paraham's Bend.  The only possessions they carried with them were a grubbing hoe, a rifle, and the clothes on their backs. The migration may also have been influenced by the fact that a sister of Richard's wife had married an Alexander and the Alexander's had moved to the area of what is now LaSalle Parish.


Richard and his first wife Charlotte, reportedly had 13 children, but not all of them are known--for some unexplained reason, Richard's family did not show up in the critical 1850 Census of Concordia Parish, although they are listed in the Concordia census of 1840, and in the 1860 Census Richard is also on the list of Whig voter in the Presidential Election of 1840 in Catahoula Parish.  Several of Richard and Charlotte's children died as infants or at a young age.  They were buried near the Black River and later floods washed the graves into the river and they are lost forever.  Richard and Charlotte's children included W. T., Mary Ann, Martha, Reuben, James, Archibald, Jason, Doctor, Samuel, and Major.  Three other children died at birth.


The father of the West girls, "Grampa" West lived with Richard and Charlotte during the Civil War.  Jason, son of Richard and Charlotte, told his daughter that he remembered riding horseback behind Grandpa West as a young boy living on Black River.  Grandpa West carried the biggest knife young Jason had ever seen.  Three of the older sons of Richard and Charlotte are reported to have died of pneumonia while serving in the Civil War.  The first wife, Charlotte died not long after the birth of their last child, Major, on the 19th of October, 1861.  Her body was brought out of the Black River area by boat and she was buried in Glen Hill Cemetery, up on the hill behind Oak Grove Baptist Church, in Rinehart, Louisiana.  I have found her grave there, and all that was left was a sandstone rock tombstone with writings chiseled in the stone.  The writings were not readable but we took a piece of white paper and covered the front of the stone.  We then rubbed over the paper with a large black wax color crayon.  Everything was colored black except the intentions where  the writings were.  I could make out the words Charlotte West  and the date 1861.  Other descendants of Richard are buried there but all of the graves are now unmarked.  There are several sunken in places and when you stand in the middle around the graves  you  think back to what it was like in the 1860's. 


Richard married his 2nd wife, Miriam Wilbanks on May 4, 1865.  He had met Miriam on one of the many moves by residents living on the banks of the Black River excaping the annual floods.  Richard had come out to the foothills of what is now Manifest-Rinehart area.  About 1866, when Jason was 14, Richard moved the family off Black River permanently, to the Manifest area.  Richard and Miriam had nine children and their first child, Charley, was born on July 8, 1866.  Other children born to Richard and Miriam included Edward, Abigail, Dolly, Tullie, Ella, Della, Ada, and Baby Doughty, who died at birth.


Miriam died in 1890, and was buried at the homestead at Little Creek, in LaSalle Parish.  Her grave is now unmarked and cannot be located.


Richard had two wives and twenty-two children.  His descendants cover the parishes of Catahoula and LaSalle by virtue of many of them producing many children and by the good fortune of long-life.  Richard "broke up housekeeping" when Miriam died.  Of the minor children when she died, Tullie married to Ike Valentine, raised her younger sister, Della.  Ada moved in with Edward when Edward and his wife, Rebecca Jones, moved into Richard's old homeplace.  Richard lived mostly with his son, Jason. He rode regularly on horseback to visit his children in the area.  In the Spring in which he died at age 90, he had ridden from the manifest area to Tullos to visit his son Major.  Richard is buried at Chalk Hills Cemetery in the Little Creek Community in LaSalle Parish.  Richard owned a good bit of land around Rinehart near the Billy Hawkins place.  Each of the older children received 40 acres in the settlement of the estate, and when you have as many children as Richard, that is a lot of land.

Mary Ann Doughty was born April 30, 1839, at Pharams Bend in Catahoula Parish, as the second child To Richard Doughty and his first wife Charlotte West.  Richard, to all of my first cousins would be your Great, Great Grandfather. Richard is the Great Grandfather to the children of Millard Thompson Doughty.  


Mary Ann was married to Micajah Poole on April 29, 1852, and they had two children.  They were twins; Richard Leonard Poole and Alonzo Micahah Poole, were born in Pharams Bend in 1857.   The twins died  sometimes after 1860. Her first husband, Micajah Poole died somewhere between 1860 and 1863.


Mary Ann did not waste any time finding another spouse as she married William Richey in 1863.  They had three sons: William Henderson "Bud" Richey who was born April 1, 1864,  John Henry Richey who was born April 25, 1866 and George Henderson Richey who was born March 27, 1868.  William Henderson Richey was married to Leona Green on May 8, 1883.  John Henry Richey married Docia Miles  on April 26, 1884. George Henderson Richey married Letha Ann Valentine about 1886. Mary Ann's  second husband, William Richey died somewhere between 1868 and 1873.


On February 6, 1873, Mary Ann was married for the third time to John Gaharan.  They had three sons.  Philip Steele Garahan was born on November 20, 1873.  Their next children were another pair of twins, James Alexander Gaharan and Dennis Bernard Gaharan. They were born on July 15, 1875.  Philip Steele Garahan married Lillie May Alexander on December 27, 1899.  One of the twins, Dennis Bernard Gaharan, lived to be only 6 years old and died about 1881. My wife, Mary Ann Doughty, was born on September 28, 1961. A strange coincidence is that she used to work for Robertson's printing for John Robertson. (No Relation).  We ask a lot of questions and searched through many a cemetery before we found Mary Ann Doughty's grave.  We have found some of her children's graves but none of her husbands.  There is a sunken in place next to her grave and we think it is John Robertson's grave; her last husband.

Biographical Note

Lieutenant Commander Levi Garland Doughty was born on 17 October 1906 in Manifest, Louisiana, to Richard Levi Doughty and Lucy Guinn Doughty. He attended Manifest public schools until he dropped out of high school at age fifteen. On 2 September 1924, Doughty enlisted as a Seaman Recruit in the U.S. Navy.

After completing his basic recruit training at Naval Training Center, San Diego, Doughty was assigned to USS New Mexico (BB-40), where he steadily advanced to Boatswain's Mate Second Class. He reenlisted in 1928 for four more years. For five months, from June to September in 1931, Doughty was a member of the Navy Rifle Team at Annapolis, Maryland. After this, he was assigned to USS California (BB-44). Aboard California, Doughty continued to advance, making Chief Boatswain's Mate in 1934. In September 1937, he passed the examination to become a Warrant Boatswain.

He transferred to USS Lapwing (AVP-1) where he served as the Assistant Communications Officer, the Signals Officer, the Gunnery Officer, the First Lieutenant and the Executive Officer. He detached from Lapwing in December 1942, after having been promoted to Ensign on 15 June 1942. He was then assigned to Fleet Air Wing Five (FAW-5), based out of Norfolk, Virginia, as the Fire Marshall, Transportation Officer, and the First Lieutenant. At this assignment, he was appointed to be a Lieutenant, junior grade, in May 1943.

In January 1944, Doughty was reassigned to escort carrier USS Sitkoh Bay (CVE-86), which he helped commission and then take out to the Pacific Fleet as Assistant Navigator. In July 1944, Doughty was promoted to Lieutenant.

In March 1945, Doughty joined USS Buckingham (APA-141), in which he served as executive officer and then commanding officer for one week before she was decommissioned in March 1946. He was then assigned to USS Navarro (APA-215) in which he served as executive officer and then commanding officer. In November 1946, Doughty was assigned to USS Neshoba (APA-216), in which he served on the Fleet Staff. After four months, he was assigned to USS Wharton (AP-7) as Navigator. During this period, Doughty married his second wife, Jewel Davis, in Las Vegas on 1 March 1947.

Doughty served in Wharton for another four months, when he was reassigned to USS Kerstin (AF-34). While in Kerstin, Doughty was promoted to Lieutenant Commander in 1949. He served as Executive Officer and Navigator on board Kerstin for twenty months, after which he transferred to the U.S. Naval Disciplinary Barracks in San Pedro, California, as the Assistant Education and Training Officer.

From June 1950 to November 1950, Doughty served as the security officer at U.S. Naval Station in Long Beach, California. In December 1950, he was assigned to USS Chemung (AO-30) as executive officer. When his tour in Chemung ended, he was assigned to the Naval Training Center, San Diego, as a Department Head and the Commander, Evaluation Department. He served at the Naval Training Center until December 1953. In 1953, until his retirement on 1 January 1955, Lieutenant Commander Doughty served as the Director of Discipline and District Shore Patrol Officer for the 11th Naval District based in San Diego. After his retirement, Lieutenant Commander Doughty lived with his wife, Jewell. He retired to Nevada, where he died in August 1995.

Scope and Content Note

The Papers of Lieutenant Commander Levi Garland Doughty consist of orders, travel claims, correspondence, photographs, training and schooling notes, and certificates collected by Lieutenant Commander Doughty during his thirty years of service in the U.S. Navy.

The collection is organized in a single series. Folders are divided by subject and arranged alphabetically. Among items of note are certificates earned by Lieutenant Commander Doughty for his reenlistments during the Depression era; training bills that describe shiphandling and expected officer skills during the post-World War II era; a history of the U.S. Naval Disciplinary Barracks in San Pedro, California; and the findings of fact into a manslaughter that occurred at the Naval Training Center in San Diego, California.

Rev. Millard Thompson Doughty was born on September 4th, 1887, to

Doctor Lewis Doughty and Mary Lou Miles.  The Doughty family was one

of the pioneer families of Catahoula Parish.  On February 19, 1911, at the age of 23 he married Gussie May Wright at the residence of Mr. & Mrs. G.W. Wright.  The Rev. R. B. Roberts, a Baptist Minister, performed the ceremony.  


Thompson and Gussie Doughty raised seven children at their home

about two miles west of Manifest, La. Their children included Ruby

Gladys Doughty (1914), Millard Truett Doughty (1916), Joseph Eldon Doughty (1919), Mary Mae Doughty (1921), Fannie Doris Doughty (1925), Herbert Hoover Doughty (1928) and Ethlyn Louise Doughty (1930).


Bro. Doughty was ordained a Southern Baptist Minister in May of

1921.  For 32 years he was an active pastor in the east central section of Louisiana.  The following churches were blest by his pastoral ministry: Old

Catahoula, Linsecum, Lone Star, Beech Creek, Fellowship, Parhams,

Wallace Ridge, Lake Lilly, Oak Grove at Rineheart, Pisgah at Manifest, Aimwell, Spring Ridge and Kelly.  In some of these churches he served as pastor on more than one occasion.   To the modern day preacher this would seem to be a long list of churches, but it is to be remembered that when Bro. Doughty began his ministry there were no full time churches and preachers

were few in number.  It was necessary that one pastor serve several churches at the same time.  


Little do most of us realize today how man privations the minister of the gospel experienced in those days that are gone forever.   Bro. Doughty, like so many other preachers of his day, often times rode horseback through

the woods where there were no roads in order to preach to these churches.  


Rev. Millard Thompson Doughty was a student of the Word.  Without

the benefit of formal education, he scooled himself in the study of the Bible.  The doctrines of the faith were as familiar to him as to those who spent years in preparation and study.   He also kept abreast of the time and was a loyal supporter of Southern Baptist work.


Millard Thompson Doughty passed form this life and went to be with our Lord on November 8, 1954 at the age of 67 years.  He was remembered as a faithful servant of our Lord Jesus Christ.

Dr.Bernard Ellery Doughty of Loveland, Colorado, passed away on March 13, 2007 at Poudre Valley Hospital in Fort Collins, Colorado. He was born on September 24, 1924 in Utility, Louisiana.

A native of Louisiana , Dr. Doughty had a special love for his friends and family where he grew up, lived and worked. As a young boy, he lived in Tullos where his father was sheriff. He delivered papers for the Alexandria Daily Town Talk after his family moved to Pineville, La. He had fond memories of taking shortcuts through the graveyard on his delivery route and of watching military training maneuvers in the Pineville area. His love of the area was always with him, prompting him to return whenever he was given the opportunity.

Upon graduation from Bolton High School in Alexandria, Louisiana (Class of '42), Bernard attended college at Louisiana College in Pineville where he graduated in 1945 with a Bachelor of Science degree in Biology and chemistry. He was accepted to Louisiana State University Medical School and moved to New Orleans, Louisiana in 1945. While studying for his Doctor of Medicine Degree , which he received in 1950, Bernard served his Internship at Southern Baptist Hospital in New Orleans and his Residency at Metairie Hospital in Metairie, Louisiana.

But most of us remember him as a preacher, a good one.  He was ordained January 24, 1923, by the First Baptist Church of San Antonio, Texas.  I have his handwritten ordination papers as well as his sermon notes.  He preferred to pastor small rural churches.  He loved to be involved in a building program (such as the one at Paradise, near Ball, LA. and at Baptist Temple on Mac Arthur Drive in Alexandria) and he always started a newsletter and bulletin, printed on his very own memeograph machine at home.  His interim pastorates at Bentley and at Meredith Heights in Alexandria lasted a long time.


Ruby Gladys Doughty Dodd was born at Manifest on December 9, 1914.  She was the daughter of our grandparents, Thompson and Gussie Wright Doughty, and was the first of their seven children.  She finished beauty school  and most often worked in her own shop at home.  (Aunt Jane and Aunt Dottie) both worked with her during World War II.  Once, when we lived in Minden, Momma worked with Poppa, demonstrating the appliances he sold.


After I left home, they would travel around the state so Sherman could take pictures that were later used on the front of church bulletins.  Every Sunday, I see the one he took for Tallulah First Baptist.


Sherman & Gladys  were married in Harrisonburg on February 22, 1939.  I was their only child, but they had two grandsons (one born the day before their 25th wedding anniversary), and now have three great-grandsons they did not live to see.


From the early fifties until their deaths, Sherman & Gladys lived in Alexandria.  Sherman died in December, 1972.  Gladys died in April, 1977. 

They are buried in Forest Lawn in Pineville.


I suppose both of my parents talked about their childhood's and growing up.  Like most youngsters, I paid little attention and I never wrote any of those stories down.  I regret that now, and I hope the younger members of our family will learn from my mistake.

Life began in April, 1943. A group of men were sent to Camp Stone man, California to be shipped overseas along with 100 officers and nurses. They were replacements for soldiers that had been there for a year. After we were there a few days, one of the men came to me and asked if I knew there was a nurse by the name of 'Doughty' and if I was any kin to her. I decided I would try to find out. We weren't supposed to talk with any officers but I decided to check her out. I slipped over there and finally found her and I introduced myself We talked for a few minutes about where we lived. We decided there was no kinship but just in case we got caught talking, we would say we were cousins. That went over pretty easy so we decided to meet one evening and take a walk down a road inside the camp area.

So on April 7, we had our first date, a walk down a road after dark. There was a moon shining and we could see the cattle grazing on the mountainside. The bells were ringing as we slowly walked down the road. It was so quiet and so peaceful. Not a care in the world, at least not close to us. We didn't run into any trouble and really enjoyed ourselves. We tried it almost every night while we were there.

We were put on a special troop train and traveled across the country to New Jersey. We exchanged daily notes and we met in the kitchen car at night and talked as often as we could. We were at Camp Kilmer, New Jersey for a few days but didn't get a chance to see each other until we were all on a British hospital ship, the "Atlantis." I got seasick and was put to bed for a couple of days and of course my nurse Doughty helped take care of me. After that, we saw each other now and then.

We went across the Atlantic to Freetown in North Africa for a few hours. Then we sailed around the cape of South Africa and up to Durban, South Africa. We were sent out to the fairgrounds to stay in tents and the officers and nurses went out to the hospital there. We did arrange to meet in town for a beer and visited a little. The town was blacked out and it was dangerous to go around much. The natives went around in groups and robbed some of the soldiers when they would catch them by themselves. I had a long trench knife and I flashed it around when they got close to us. We had no mishaps. They would stand out in front of us at times but didn't ever try to get close. We walked down to the beach sometimes and sat on a bench in the sand and just enjoyed each other's company.

There was a nightspot out of town a few miles and we went out there and danced. There was only a little light and the floor was concrete and real smooth. They had an orchestra and the music was real good. We had a good time and I guess that's when we started falling in love. We had such a good time. The spotlight was on us sometimes. We danced so well together. We danced the Texas two-step. They played "I Had the Craziest Dream," so that became our song. We hated when we had to leave Durbin.

They put us on a slow diesel powered ship and the engines were always giving them trouble. There were 5,000 British troops with us on it. We were in a convoy with just fifteen other ships. A German submarine followed us one day and night and they kept dropping depth bombs trying to sink it. Someone said they did but we never were sure. We sent so slow (only about 4 knots per hour) the convoy finally left us by ourselves and went on but we didn't have any more trouble.

We sailed from Durban up past Madagascar and on to Mombassa. From Mombassa we slowly made our way to Colombo, Sri Lanka (Ceylon) and on up to Bombay then Karachi, India. After more than 30 days, we finally got off the ship in Karachi and to Camp on July 9. The rain really started to come down. We were told it only rained once a year on July 9! Two days after it rained, a sandstorm came and you couldn't see ten feet in front of you. The sand covered the floors and got in your bed even under the sheets. You ate the food with sand in it. That lasted 2 or 3 days and then it was clear again. It was real hot in the day and cooled down some at night.

We learned when we got letters from our parents, that they didn't receive any mail from us from April 22 until July 9. We wrote letters home every day when we were on ship. You can imagine how frantic they were. All the letters came in a stack. All the neighbors came in to hear about us and know we were safe. Our neighbors were almost like family.

I was night guard for a while then they put me as Supply Sergeant. It was a lot of hard work. The guy before me had no records of anything. I gave a lot of the things away and listed everything I thought I needed to keep. It was pretty boring so I started running the movies six nights a week.

Finally I got enough nerve to slip down and see Chris once in awhile. I became a nightly visitor in the nurses' quarters. This only lasted about two months. I finally got caught one night. They didn't do anything to me but the Chief Nurse sent Chris to Bombay to get her away.

Before she was shipped out, we promised to love each other forever and sealed this promise with a beautiful diamond ring. We wrote letters to each other every day for the next four months.

The officers were real nice to me and helped me when they could. The commander, Col. Williams didn't approve but in December, I slipped one over on him and got my Lieutenant to get me a six-day leave to go to Bombay. I hitched a ride on a plane down there. Chris had made some arrangements down there with the help of a Lt. Milner, who was regular Army and a friend of mine.

We were married December 22, 1943, in the Bowen Memorial Methodist Church by the Pastor there, Rev. J. G. Finch. Lt. Milner was best man. It was recorded in England so we were legal. The minister also sent letters to both of our parents telling them about our special day.

Some snoop saw us down there and called my Cot. Williams in Karachi so he had a letter flown 500 miles down to Bombay to deliver to me ordering me back to Karachi on the first available transportation. Of course he couldn't find me so he gave it to Chris to give to me. This was on our wedding day! The Lt Milner said not to hurry so I stayed the full time and caught a plane back to Karachi when my time was up. He didn't ask how I got back so I didn't tell him. All was fine, (we thought!) Things went by pretty slow with letters every day and we saved our money for another time. That time came the next July when they told us we were going to rest camp for two weeks. God had to be with us all the way for Chris got a leave and made a reservation in Rawalpindi. She traveled about 1500 miles by herself on the train to arrive safely. I didn't know she had arrived safely so I got a 10-day leave from rest camp! (This had never been done by anyone before!) I came down about 50 miles out of the mountains and met her at the Grand hotel.

The next day we got a taxi and went about 350 miles across the mountains to Kashmir and rented a houseboat on Lake Shalimar along with servants and cook. We finally had a real honeymoon! We could swim right off the houseboat. We hired a boat called a Shikara with a native to paddle us across to a store or on down to Srinagar City where the streets were of water. The boat was full of pillows and we just lounged on them. It was a great way to relax and sightsee. (They were similar to the boats we have seen in pictures of Venice.) We rented horses and rode and rented bicycles and went all around the countryside. There were old castles and beautiful gardens with all the flowers in bloom. We made lots of pictures but they didn't have color then. All of this sounds expensive but it really wasn't too bad. We really had a good time and hated to leave.

When the time came, we hired another taxi and came back. The taxis were really something. They had two speeds, fast and faster! The roads were narrow and crooked. The Jhelum River was way below us as we rode around the edge of the cliff. Sometimes we'd go around a curve and there would be a herd of sheep or goats. It was scary.

When we got to the entrance to the rest camp road, I got out and caught a ride back to camp just in time and Chris went on down to the hotel and the next day she caught the train back to Bombay. Our prayers were answered as she made it back safely.

Things were slow for the next year. Our daily letters were all we could count on. We saved our money and plans were made for the next summer. (What a way to start married life, seeing each other once a year!)

In the meantime, Chris was transferred to Ramghar, Central Province, near Calcutta. I got leave and caught a train to Pune about 100 miles south of Bombay. Chris had made reservations at a Grand hotel there. We thought all was going as planned but without our knowledge, the Army decided to transfer Chris's unit.

After she was on the train, her commanding officer called and had the British MPs sent to pull her off the train and send her back to base to move with her unit. They took her off the train in New Delhi and it was nearly midnight. The waiting room was full of Indians waiting for the next train that was coming at 2 a.m. A British soldier, I think he was an MP was there on duty for a while. When he went off duty, he told her he'd see if he could find any U.S. MP to come down and wait with her. She was sitting at a long table, trying to read the Reader's Digest. She was watching this fat Indian moving up the table one seat at a time toward her when suddenly this British MP came up. If there ever was a guardian angel, he was one. He said he couldn't find any MP so he'd wait with her. She was so glad! They didn't talk, just both read and waited for the train. Finally when the train came in, they went out on the platform. All the trains have compartments so he banged on the doors saying "female," until finally a lady opened the door and let Chris go in with her.

When Chris got back to camp, her roommate had already packed her clothes for the move. She had been sick in the hospital when Chris left on her misadventure but they had gotten her out of the hospital because when a unit shipped out, they did not leave any of their personnel behind. She was a very sick lady as she and Chris boarded the train to Calcutta. They reached Calcutta on Chris's birthday, May 6, 1945. She later told me her roommate, Roe looked over at her and said "Happy Birthday" and they both started to cry. Roe was so sick she could hardly hold her head up and Chris was so disappointed because we had planned to celebrate her birthday together! "C'est le Vive!"

Of course I had no way of knowing all of this had happened so I made it to the hotel and watched and waited for 6 days not knowing what might have happened to Chris. She sent a telegram to me at the Grand Hotel in Pune but I never got it. I finally got a letter telling me what happened. I was relieved and caught the train back to Delhi. I stopped and visited the Taj Mahal, which was a wonderful sight. While I was on the train to Pune, I made friends with a British naval officer. I was lucky enough to hitch a ride back to Karachi on a plane. I made it back safely to my base without a hitch (other than not getting to see Chris!)

In July, 1945, Chris got a leave to go to Karachi. I had used up my leave time back in May so we weren't able to spend all of our days and nights together but I was able to go into town almost every day. Some time together was better than none.

The war news was very bad at this time, so we decided Chris needed to get pregnant so at least she could go home. The second week of Chris's leave, her girlfriend, Grace Hughes, saw me in town at the hospital. (She and Grace had gone through nurses training together and been assigned to the same Army unit.) Grace told me Chris's replacement had arrived in Calcutta and the chief nurse said for her to get back as soon as she could. The next day, she flew back to Karachi on the first leg of her trip home. The plane out of Karachi was overloaded, so they landed and waited for another plane. Then they flew to Cairo, Egypt and had to wait 10 days for the next plane. Of course she had fun seeing the Nile River and the pyramids, camels, and quaint places.

She was supposed to be on rest and recreation leave for 45 days but the Japanese surrendered in August so she didn't have to go back. After three weeks visiting her family and friends, she was assigned to a General Hospital and found out she was pregnant. She was immediately placed on medical leave.

The war ended in Europe and I went home in November. I went to Sewickley, PA to get Chris. We bought a car and loaded up all of our meager belongings and headed to Rinehart, Louisiana, my home. We lived with my parents until I was able to get our house built on a parcel of land on my parent's farm. Building supplies were hard to come by after the war so we moved in before the house was completely finished. I know this was a hard time for Chris, living with total strangers and being pregnant with our baby. We moved into our house in March and on April 1, 1946, our son Bobby was born.

Over the years, we were blessed with another son, Tim, and daughters Carolyn and Christine. We moved to Jena before Chrissy was born in 1955. We lived in the same house for 43 years.  The years have come and gone. We have been married 59 years this December. We sold our home in Jena several years ago and moved to Shreveport to be close to our daughters. Unfortunately our health has started to decline and these days, we spend our time together in the nursing home. We've had a good life. We have seen a lot of the world and experienced things we never would have dreamed of all those years ago.

Our children are all successful and have fine families of their own. We have been blessed with six grandsons and two granddaughters. We even have two great grandchildren! We count our blessings that God has given us so many years together.  Sometimes we stop and wonder what would have happened had the Army put a stop to the courtship of the Yankee Officer and the Southern enlisted gentleman.

Mom and Dad are gone now but we have such wonderful memories of them.  Their love story is special to us and makes a good story to share with others.  When Dad died, they had already celebrated their 60th wedding anniversary.  We consider ourselves blessed to have had them for our parents.  Chrissy

Eldon Doughty Biography

Joseph Eldon Doughty was born March 8, 1917 in Manifest, Louisiana. 

He was the 2nd son of a family of 7 children born to Rev. Millard Thompson Doughty & Gussie May Wright. He attended Manifest High School where he graduated the 11th grade in 1936. In the fall he attended Louisiana College. While in College he worked to help support himself. He was a sales clerk in a men's clothing store, he worked in the Louisiana College Cafeteria, and he also worked for building and grounds. All of the large pine trees around the Louisiana College circle drive were planted by Eldon. During the summer he would come home and raise a crop of Cotton & Corn to help supply more income for school. He graduated Louisiana College in May, 1940, with a bachelors degree in Education. 

Eldon began teaching at Enterprise High School in the fall of 1940. After teaching for one year, he entered the U. S. Naval Air Corps for Pilot training.  He was stationed in Jacksonville, Florida and in March 1942 he received a medical discharge from the U.S. Navy and returned to Enterprise High School to teach.  Eldon served as teacher and Principal at Enterprise High School until 1946.   

Eldon Doughty was named the First Principal of Jonesville Elementary School in September 1946.  In addition to his duties as principle he taught in the sixth and seventh grades and coached the varsity girls basketball team, taking them to the state playoffs.  During the summer of 1948 Eldon received his Master's Degree from Louisiana State University, in Baton Rouge, in English.  

And On May 22, 1948 he married Edith Monk, of Leesville, Louisiana who was the Home Demonstration Agent for Louisiana State University in Catahoula Parish. They had three children; Rissa Mae Doughty,October 18, 1949; Deborah Dee Doughty, September 21, 1952; and Joseph Eldon Doughty, Jr., January 4, 1957. 

In the fall of 1948 Eldon was named Principal of Manifest Elementary School where he stayed until 1953 when he moved to Pitkin High School as Principal, where He served until 1954.  

The family moved to Jena where Edith became Home- Demonstration Agent for LaSalle Parish. An old friend called Eldon and told him of an opening at a school in Olla. Eldon applied for the job and got it. He taught school in Olla for 1/2 year until the fall of 1955 when he was again named Principal of Manifest Elementary School. At Manifest, he was Principal, Basketball Coach, & 8th grade teacher. In the summer months he measured cotton in Catahoula Parish to help supplement his family's income. 

In 1969, he was named Assistant Principal of Martin Junior High School in Sicily Island, where his tenure lasted only two weeks. At this time he was chosen to become Principal of Harrisonburg High School, at the beginning of integration. He stayed at HHS until his retirement in 1976. In 1969, the year Eldon became principal, Harrisonburg High School Was totally integrated by a Federal Court Order. During his tenure as principal, with the cooperation of the Catahoula Parish School Board, patrons, faculty, and students a number of improvements were made to the school plant.  A public address system Was installed in the auditorium, the auditorium was a air-conditioned, the cafeteria was air-conditioned, the cafeteria was forest with new equipment, the meat cutting plant was remodeled, and an electric school marquee signed was installed. During this time, under the excellent coaching of Billy Brooks, the girls basketball team won the class B state championship in 1970 and 1972. And athletic bus was purchased to transport the basketball teams and students to other activities. In 1973 while Harrisonburg High School was undergoing an evaluation by the Southern Association of Colleges and Schools, plans were made to build a new Harrisonburg a High School. In January 1976, these plans became a reality when the high school moved into a modern new school on the Manifest Highway about two miles from the old school building which now became Harrisonburg Elementary. Eldon gave unselfishly of his time toward making the   school's he served become the best possible. He always worked with the best interest of the school, students, and faculty in mind trying to make the school strong academically and, at the same time, have a well rounded program of extra-curricula activities. Students continuously placed high in the district as well as the state literary and speech rallies.

Eldon Doughty actively participated in church, educational, civic, and fraternal organizations. He was a member of the Louisiana Teachers Association, Catahoula Parish Teachers Association and was past president of the Catahoula parish teachers association, past president of the Catahoula chapter of the Louisiana state university alumni association,  Louisiana Principals Association, Ancient and Beneficent order of the Red Red Rose, Kappa Delta Phi, a charter member of the Pineville Field Chapter of Phi Delta Kappa, past president of the Pineville field chapter of phi delta kappa and historian since in 1974, past commander of the Trichelle-Lee post of the American legion, past commander of the fifth congressional district of the American legion, past president of the Harrisonburg rotary club, a member of the Harrisonburg Masonic Lodge #110 F&AM, past master of the Harrisonburg Masonic Lodge #110 F&AM for the years 1957, 1962, 1963, 1966, 1967, & 1976. He served as past district deputy grand master of the 4th Masonic district lodge F&AM, and Secretary of the 4th Masonic district lodge for numerous years. Eldon was a charter member of Monroe Scottish Rite Bodies, a 32 Degree Scottish Rite Mason, and a member of the Elizabeth Thompson Chapter of the Eastern Star. He was also  a Radiological Monitor of the Office of Civil Defense.

After his retirement he worked for several years as a farmers assistant to his good friend Slim Christiansen, who farmed on the Jonesville/Harrisonburg highway. He always raised a large garden, providing food for the family members he loved so much. He enjoyed hunting and fishing and was in the woods up in his tree stand or on the water in his boat as much as possible. He built a tree stand in Brooks Brake Hunting Club near Ferriday, and it became a landmark and was nicknamed "Eldons' Hotel Stand" because it had walls, a tin roof and a swivel seat. It was the most unique tree stand because you

could sit up in it and stay warm, dry and swivel 360 degrees. Now these type of tree stands are very common among deer hunters. They are called box stands and Eldon apparently built the first one ever. If he could have only got a patent!

In 1980 he became an area coordinator for the U. S. Census Bureau and was very instrumental in the census count of

Catahoula parish.

In 1956 Eldon was ordained a Deacon of Pisgah Baptist Church in Manifest. He was a member of the First Baptist Church in Harrisonburg for over twenty years where he taught the Adult Men's #1 Sunday School Class. In 1986 he was licensed to preach the gospel by the First Baptist Church of Jonesville, and on September 28, 1986 he was ordained as a minister of the gospel and served at Mt. Hermon Baptist Church who had called him as their pastor, until his death.He died of a massive heart attack on Christmas night, December 25, 1986, and was remembered by a large number of relatives, friends and co- workers, who attended his funeral. He is buried in the Richardson Cemetery in Jena.

Gene was a quiet man. He was not talkative and when he spoke, his voice was low.  He preferred small groups  rather than crowds, soft music and serenity over noise and excitement.  He  enjoyed a good joke, which usually brought forth a soft chuckle and a twinkle to his eyes.

Born on a plantation in powhatan, La. on January 5, 1930, Gene moved with his parents to Marthaville, La. when he was very young. Remembering Ronny

1950 - 1978

Ronald Glen was born November 18, 1950 at Baton Rouge general Hospital the second son of Jim and Doris Dumigan.  He spent his young years at the family home on Byron Street in North Baton Rouge. 

A happy, active youngster he followed his older brother, Jim and his buddies everywhere, he was allowed.  They were very patient with him teaching him the basic skills of sports.

The majority of their recreation time was spent outdoors, playing football, basketball or baseball.

He began elementary school at Delmont, 3 months before his 6th Birthday.  He was so short he had difficulty getting up to the high step to board the bus.  The driver tagged him "Peanut."

Eager to learn and uncommonly strong for a 7 year old, Jim and the neighborhood boys had him ready to play in a Catholic Youth Organization Morning league.  The next summer he played catcher on his brother's 9-12 Church team although he was only 8.  He was excited to be allowed to play with the "big boys".

Having boundless energy Ronny found it difficult to sit still for any period of time, consequently there was considerable procrastination pertaining to studying lessons.  Even after much encouragement and coaxing the grades were only slightly above average.  However, at 11 years he played a mean game of chess.  Ask Cousin Reba.  

At age 12 the family moved to Landwood Drive in the Central section of Baton Rouge.  That summer Ronny played catcher on the Catholic Youth Organization league team, winning the City Championship and was awarded the Most Valuable player.  He attended Westdale Jr. High, served as 8th grade class president, yet was dismissed from the Choir for clowning.  He lettered in football and basketball at Westdale.

At Baton Rouge High he lettered in three sports; he played defensive back and punted in football, catcher and outfielder in baseball and guard on the basketball team.  He played second team guard his junior year, the team winning the State Championship. Ronny was quite the Charmer, enjoying every moment of life to its fullest.  He and his brother were a Natural Comic duo providing many entertaining moments at home.

The summer after graduation Ronny took Junior and Senior lifesaving courses, later taking a job as lifeguard at the Goodwood Homesites swimming pool.  He was also on the swimming team and played on a summer league baseball team. In the fall he began classes at LSU commuting from home.  In his freshman year he began dating a lovely young lady, a fellow student, Debby Miles.  early into his junior year they were married.  At this time Ronny was employed part time at WBRZ television station and attending classes as time permitted.

In 1972 a son Ronald Matthew was born.  With the responsibility of family and full time employment Ronny applied and was accepted at the Baton Rouge City Police Department.  He attended the Police Academy, graduating first in his class in both scholastics and pistol marksmanship.  Although through the years his Dad had strongly discouraged his sons against a law enforcement career, Ronny seemed to have found his niche in Police Work, changing his Major from Business Administration to Criminal Justice.  He found the Criminology subjects fascinating.  In December 1974 he graduated LSU with a B.S. in Criminal Justice.

Early in 1975 after learning another child was expected, Ronny was offered a job a Manager of Rubensteins Department Store.  And although he found law enforcement both interesting and rewarding, the offer was too attractive to decline.

In March, 1976 a daughter Kelly Wynn was born.  Ronny was proud of his children and enjoyed spending time with them.

In the spring of 1978 Ronny once again made a change in employment to go to work at Ethel Corporation where opportunities for the future seemed bright.

However this was not to be, as Ronny's young life was cut short by a gunmans bullet as he and his brother sat in their automobile on a city street in New Orleans.  They had arrived in the city a short time before and were waiting for friends having made plans to attend the Sugar Bowl game.

SEVEN KILLED IN THREE-CAR COLLISION  

Winnie, Texas(AP)- Four children and three adults have died from a three vehicle colision possibly caused by a tire blowout. The wreck at 5:30 p.m. Friday occured near the Winnie exit on interstate 10, about 60 miles east of Houston. Authorities said a westbound Dodge Ram Charger lost control and swerved into oncoming traffic. An Oldsmobile minivan struck the truck on the driver's side. A rider rental truck traveling behind the van skidded in an attempt to miss the wreckage, troopers said. The wheels locked, and the truck overturned after glancing off the van, officials said. Both passengers in the Ram Charger died at the scene: Ronald Fell, 46, and Jean Christine Fell, 44, both of Baton Rouge, LA. The van's occupants- a Sugarland woman and her four chlidren- all were killed.
